	SUMMARY

	Walker has been a productive guard at Oklahoma.  He is a truly relentless lineman; he focuses on the task at hand and has not failed all season.  Injury’s is not a problem and hasn’t been sense his 2007 campaign; he will be good at either right OL or right OT in the NFL.  As long as he stiffens his foot work and maintains his hand work and punch block he has the ability to be a great lineman at the next level.  He will need to gain at least 25 more pounds, not to say that he can’t be an elite lineman it’s worked for the Denver Broncos line for the last 7 years. He has the explosiveness, strength and athleticism you look for in a lineman (I wouldn’t pick him in the top 10 mainly because of his footwork or rather lack there of continuous footwork, cause I feel that until he perfects that he will be exposed in the NFL), but I would take him at least late in to the 1st round early 2nd round.  I believe he is the 3rd best lineman in the draft.
