	Throughout his junior year he demonstrated his toughness, whether it be playing through the pain of nagging injuries or standing strong in the pocket and taking tough shots – His experience of having to cope with a young, mostly underclassman offensive line in college will undoubtedly help him deal with the constant pressure he will see in the NFL. 	Matthew has a cannon for an arm – Will instantly have one of the top 5 arms when he steps onto an NFL field next year.  He has a nice compact delivery that allows him to get rid of the ball in a hurry.  He has improved his footwork considerably from his sophomore year, as he now shows he can stride properly and rotate his hips well.  His best throw might be the seams between corners and safeties against Cover 2 and Cover 3.  He moves through his progressions well, showing the patience needed to wait for developing routes, and locate and check down to the open man.
	Inconsistency is his biggest issue, in terms of both footwork and decision making.  His accuracy suffers at times when he gets lazy with his feet and does not square them to his target.   He also relies on his great arm too much, and not only forces too many balls into tight coverage but also does not show consistent touch on deep balls.  While he excels at looking off safeties with his eyes, he does not always see underneath linebackers and zone dogs.  He needs to develop muscle tone to his body to help him stay healthy in the NFL. 

	SUMMARY

	It seems a rare occurrence now that a top level quarterback prospect out of high school lives up to his billing in college, but Matthew Stafford is one of those exceptions.  His arm jumps off the screen at you, as he truly has one of the best arms in football, even as a 21 year old college student.  He pairs his arm strength with a nice, compact delivery, and improved footwork, and can deliver the ball on a rope 30 yards downfield, and put the ball low and away or on his receiver’s back shoulder to defeat tight coverage.  He does show some of the mental aches and pains you would expect of a 21 year old, but I believe his experience of being relied on as “The Man” in college will help him adapt to the speed of the next level.  While I feel he is without question worthy of a top 5 pick, he would still benefit from a year as a backup, seeing the game from the sidelines – Something he did not have the luxury of as a 3 year starter in college.  Matthew has all the tools you look for in a long term face of the franchise quarterback.
