Use to playing off the quick set with very wide splits from his college offense.  Has a bad habit of stopping his feet off his first punch, must focus on consistently driving his man out.

	SUMMARY

	Texas Tech is known for its high octane, sometimes “gimmicky” offense, and rarely produces true NFL talent, especially on the front line as their scheme calls for unorthodox splits and a two point stance to accommodate their exclusive pass attack.  Louis, however, clearly has a skill set translatable to the NFL level.  He possesses the elite strength that the NFL covets from interior linemen, and has an uncanny ability to consistently blow up bull rushers at the POA without giving up an inch.  He shows good feet in short area bursts, although he does not have the long speed to be consistent out on the edge or out in space.  Playing upright and straight legged might hurt his mobility, but he still does not give up ground even his man can get into his chest.  He plays with super aggressive hands and consistently turns his man out of the play when run blocking, and was a clutch performer in short yardage.  Because he lacks elite athleticism Louis will not go as high as I have him rated, but I believe it is important not to lose sight of the fact that not many guards in the NFL are top athletes.  Toughness, strength, and consistency are much more important traits, and these are the attributes that will allow Louis to be a long term starter in the NFL.
