	He is a very good athlete who is a threat with his feet and is fast and tough to bring down in the open field.  However, he prefers to scramble to buy time, and has the patience to allow the play to develop and waits for his receivers to come back to him.  Will not be intimidated by the pocket breaking down.  Was his team’s unquestioned leader called on to make all the big plays.  Plenty tall enough to see the whole field even without proper throwing lanes.
	Footwork is a major concern, both in terms of the shotgun offense he ran at SDSU and his mechanics – I really feel that he will need to be completely broken down and start from scratch.  Poor arm strength may also be in part to feet and delivery.  While he makes good decisions he often is late on his throws making them dangerous.

	SUMMARY

	Considering his head coach is Chuck Long, I was disappointed in Kevin’s throwing mechanics, and the fact that he consistently opens his front foot up, does not square his body to his target and fails to stride into his throws.  However, Kevin is one of the best athletes at QB this year, second only to Josh Johnson coincidentally across town, plus he has the height you look for from your signal caller.  He showed good accuracy inside 10 yards despite his footwork, and was also very effective out of the pocket.  I was also surprised by his lack of arm strength, but I believe this will improve with technique.  He did not make a lot of good throws down the field outside the hashes, and may be best suited to playing in a West Coast Offense that lets him work the quick, high percentage routes and take advantage of his athleticism.  I have high hopes for him as a developmental prospect, and if he can fix his feet and adjust to the speed of the game better, he can become a starter in 3-4 years.
