	Shawn has enough upper body bulk to play defensive end but is probably a more natural fit as a 3-4 rush linebacker, where he can take advantage his speed and the space to pass rush off the edge.  He utilizes his quick feet in rushing the passer and has excellent top speed to pursue sideline to sideline.
	He is not nearly as productive or as good an athlete you would expect for someone with his speed and size.  He gets lost in traffic and does not utilize his hands properly, often getting cut or sealed off by blockers.  While he is very quick in space he plays too high and struggles to tackle in the open field.  

	SUMMARY

	Shawn is an intensely disappointing prospect to evaluate.  He has a lot of potential but rarely lives up to it.  He needs to show more aggression dealing with blockers and more effort in running situations and on pass drops.  He is not stout enough at the POA to play DE, and is not instinctive enough in pass coverage to have a traditional linebacker role, and will need to work exclusively as a 3-4 pass rushing OLB, a la Joey Porter.  He will probably be over-drafted because of his game speed and perceived athleticism, but he will need to raise his level of competitiveness if he is to be anything other than a situational backup.
