BODY/ATHLETIC GAME


Decent build.  Looks more filled than he did his Freshmen year.  Good Speed.  Good stamina.  Surprising quickness off the dribble.  Moderate strength and leaping ability.  Long Wingspan.

SHOOTING ABILITY:


Has a decent outside shot.  Extends well off the floor with an above average stroke.  Primarily took the majority of his shots beyond the arc, which he made half of his attempts.  His 14-16' foot shot on the wing needs work considering he missed most of those shots, and he preferred to give up those shots and set up again at the three point arc.  Free throw shooting during his freshmen year was below average, and once again at the TSPL, his free throw stroke was not consistent.  Needs to develop a specific routing at the line considering he changes his approach after a missed FT.  

OFFENSIVE GAME: 


Ran the offense primarily as the point guard.  Took practically everyone who attempted to guard him off the dribble with excellent driving abilities.  Main scorer on the team with 32.  Obviously, more of a shooting point guard than a distributor of the ball.  His weaknesses on offense consists of not being much of a passer to his teammates, which doesn't make the players around him better, and develops a stagnant offense that depends too heavily on him.  Doesn't do much with his offhand (left).

DEFENSE AND REBOUNDING:


Didn't show much interest in defense at all.  During the season showed some defensive ability, but in the TSPL game he didn't take the initiative on defense.  With good leaping ability he should be a decent rebounder, but once again didn't invest himself to rebound the ball.

MISCELLANEOUS:


Has shown an attitude problem.  Had a temoulchous relationship with last years interim head coach Russ Pennell.  Was suspended during his freshmen year three times for various team violations.  Eventually was suspended indefinitely for the last eleven games of the regular season, the PAC-10 tournament, and the NCAA tournament.  Had to get approval from new head coach Sean Miller to stay on the team.

FUTURE:


More than likely will be used as a backup this year.  However, should get decent playing time at the point or SG unless character issues arise once again.
