	SUMMARY

	Martin definitely looks the part of a starting LT in the NFL, he has the height and athletic build that fits the mold of a prototypical player at the position.  However he lacks the balance to stay with speed rushers as they turn the corner and misses moving targets in the run game at the 2nd level.  He can collapse a side in the run game blocking down to lend him to the RT spot, but he doesn’t have that nasty mauler’s mentality that you like from that side.  Bottom line, Martin has a physical base to develop, if he can refine his technique and keep his feet underneath him, he can develop into a good LT or he can also get stronger and become a top RT.  I think he could use a little time to sort that out, but should be a quality swing back up early on.
