The concerns would be with his height if he doesn’t have that same stellar protection he has enjoyed at USC.  His ability to get outside of containment and throw accurately on the move will allow him to flourish is the right system that allows him to move around.  I don’t think he would be limited to any particular offense as he does have enough arm to play in a non-west coast offense, the coaching staff will have to be creative within their scheme to take advantage of his talents and present throwing lanes.  If he continues to improve and has a big senior season, his hype will most likely put him in the 1st round, which wouldn’t be completely unwarranted.
