He was exposed and didn’t get to showcase his ability to pull or anchor vs. bigger DL.  He does need to develop better lower body strength and move back inside.  He played the left side, but he did show some ability to play on the right in wildcat packages, so he should be able to be a good swing back up early on.  He has good athletic ability to move some in a zone scheme and a good strength and wide body for a man scheme.  I think he would be a good backup right away at both guard positions with starter potential down the road.  He would not be a consideration at tackle on either side with his height or athleticism.
