	SUMMARY

	Sean Lee is one the most talented linebackers available.  The only downside is Lee's inability to stay healthy the past few seasons.  Lee was a huge surprise for the Nittany Lions as a sophomore when he earned a starting job at outside linebacker.  He finished that season with 89 tackles, 8 tackles for loss, 5.5 sacks, and an interception.  He improved upon those numbers as a junior, when he recorded 138 tackles, 10.5 tackles for loss, 3.5 sacks, broke up 9 passes, and forced 3 fumbles.  Unfortunately, he missed all of the 2008 campaign with a right ACL tear that kept him out until spring practice.  The injury knocked him out for 15 months and has somewhat limited his lateral agility.  Lee moved to inside linebacker for his senior year, and played very well (when he was on the field).  While he excelled in ’09, he never seemed to be fully healthy.   He finished the season with 86 tackles, 11 tackles for loss, and 2 sacks, in just 10 games.  Despite all his talents, teams will be scared by the fact that he missed those three games during the ‘09 season (with a sprained knee).  Can play all three linebacker positions in the 4-3 defense, and still has the speed to cover sideline to sideline despite those injuries.
