	Colt McCoy is the next overhyped collegiate quarterback who really doesn't have much of a chance in the NFL.  He is a late-round talent.  His talent is pretty mediocre when you consider the things he will have to do in the NFL in terms of the transition to a more West Coast or pro-style spread scheme.  He won't stretch a defense in the NFL and the system makes him look far better than he is at Texas.  McCoy is a great college quarterback, but simply isn't an NFL mold.  He's a projected fifth-to-seventh-round prospect. McCoy might develop into a solid backup quarterback at the next level, but he is simply not the great prospect he is made out to be.
