He displays phenomenal hands which allowed him to tie for the SEC leader for interceptions.  He has and understanding of his position beyond his years which allow him to have such success.  He is a team player that will likely give it his all for most of the game.  He has playmaking potential at the next level.

	Clinton-Dix has a lot of instincts, but lacks the type of athleticism you would want in a safety at this point.  If he does not anticipate a receiver’s route correctly on deep routes the receiver is likely to blow by him because of his limited athleticism.  He is a smart player but there are still a few times he takes false steps and he does not have the athleticism to make up for it.  He has serious issues tackling in the open field which is not what you want in a safety.    

	SUMMARY

	Clinton-Dix is a talented player who will be going into his junior year for the upcoming season.  He is a player that showed tremendous football instincts that allowed him to grab 5 interceptions last year.  At this point I am not sure if he could become anything more than a solid safety for a team with his athleticism but he is young enough to gain athleticism and elevate his play even more.  He will likely never be a safety you feel comfortable putting in M/M coverage, but he can grow enough to become even more of an impact player and to raise his consistency.  He does not tackle that well and is not particularly physical which will hurt him in the eyes of some teams.  I feel he is capable of taking a big step forward in this area and actually becoming a force against the run.  At this point I project him as more of a 3rd to 4th round selection but if he has a strong year I expect his draft stock to rise exponentially.
