Shows quick feet and great balance, can adjust the defender, uses his hands, needs to be more violent  with them, great flexibility and lateral quickness to make a reach block on an outside defender and ability to get up to the second level in the run game. Has a good wide base and quick step to cut off a speed rusher in pass protection. Has a great slide step, needs to work on the inside steps. Shows great intelligence, ability to read a defense pre-snap and communicates well with his fellow linemen. Has the potential to be one of the best tackles to play in the NFL ever.
	Luke takes too many drop steps to stuff a bull-rush, has a problem with outside to inside rush moves, needs to develop as a run blocker and nastiness in the running game. Would like to see him give more of a chip block before leaving for the second level. Needs to add 10 to 15 pounds of muscle, especially in his legs for drive blocking, needs to worry less about technique and get dirty and aggressive with his blocks.

If he is coached up in the run blocking then he will be an excellent fit in Kansas City. Because as a run first offense with a good offensive line, Luke also posses a unique ability as a tackle to keep his balance and uses his kick slide laterally to the outside. Luke is everything you want in an offensive tackle, ability to seal on a reach block and the quickness to get to the second level. Luke has great size and athletic ability, to come in day one and start for any team either at left tackle or right tackle, having flipped to the right side on offset formations, Luke is no stranger to right tackle. And would be just as effective on the right as he would on the left, with some coaching. Developing some meanness and tenacity for run blocking with his talent at pass blocking, Luke Joeckel can be the next Joe Thomas.
